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I am researching Protests in Selma, beginning with Bloody Sunday, march to Montgomery, and ending with the Voting Rights Act of 65. The purpose of the paper is to find and document the various perspectives of the participants involved in these protests and find out what motivates them, what are their goals? I also want to document the relationship between the marchers and civil rights activists with the state police (Jim Clark) and the Federal police. Assumptions and arguments I hope to strike down include: Johnson got the idea for the VRA 1965 afte Selma, the marchers and protesters were an unorganized unit who did not try to be attacked or get a violent response out of the state police, Martin Luther King turning around on Pettus Bridge because he was scared, AND Whatever I see that pops out from the texts. I am reading Garrow's works, MLK, the sto ry of Violla Liuzo, the story of James Bevel, George C. Wallace, Sheriff Jim Clark, Stokely Carmichael, the Johnson tapes from MArch 7 to August 25 (and before that), the newspapers (New York Times, Washington Post, Wall Street Journal) , James Forman, Roy Wilkins..and I am still looking for more sources.
